Third, learning a language opens the door to great
literatures and philosophies, which can have a tremendous impact on one’s life.
Reading literature in the language written is truly “living” the author’s creation, in
a way not possible though translation — no matter how great the translator.

Finally, we do business in a global economy; the better we communicate
with associates around the world, the greater success we will achieve.
